The red line along the bottom of the pages with markers every S0mm are to

allow accurate alignment of the pages.
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The laminations on the bottom surface pass
through the fuselage. A scarf joint is used to avoid
weekness at the centre as shown. I haven't drawn
the laminating strips separately since it's easiest to
mark their position on the wing, glue on an
oversize strip and then trim to the leading edge.
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The vertical and/or horizontal parts of the cruciform carbon ribbon

fuselage must be cut to allow them to be joined.
Different methods can be used to accomplish this
so I have not shown a specific method.
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
